B. Subpart C Amendment — Plumas National Forest: Report from PCCC
subcommittee on coordination meeting with PNF staff pertaining to a draft scoping
document. The subcommittee met with PNF staff on April 20, 2015. Supervisor Thrall
reported that progress is good and that a tour of some of the areas near Lake Davis
that have been identified as “sensitive” is being scheduled for the near future.
